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A student shall be assigned to a school in the attendance area in which he or she resides.
CLASS CHANGES
The campus principal shall be authorized to investigate and approve the transfer of a student from one classroom to another on that campus.
TRANSFERS BETWEEN SCHOOLS
The Superintendent or designee shall be authorized to investigate and approve transfers between schools.
transfer requests
A resident student who wishes to transfer to a school outside his or her attendance zone may do so through the open enrollment process.
open enrollment
A resident student may request to attend a campus outside his or her residence attendance zone under the following conditions:
Space is available at the requested campus;
The student has at least 95 percent attendance;
The student is passing all classes; and
The student has passed all portions of the most recent state-mandated assessments.
A student who attends school in the attendance zone in which the student resides and who moves from that attendance zone may be permitted to continue in attendance at that campus for the remainder of the six-week grading period in which the move occurred, provided there are no discipline, attendance, or transportation issues.  When a student moves from the attendance zone, the parent may submit an open enrollment intradistrict transfer form.  If the student meets the criteria listed above, the student may remain at the campus until the end of the school year.
Intradistrict transfers shall be granted for one regular school year at a time.
factors
In approving transfers, the Superintendent or designee shall consider availability of space and instructional staff and the student’s disciplinary history and attendance records.
transportation
The District shall not provide transportation for a resident student who transfers through the open enrollment process.
revocation of transfer
An intradistrict transfer student shall be notified in the written transfer agreement that he or she must follow all rules and regulations of the District, including those for student conduct and attendance; violation of the District’s rules and regulations may result in revocation of the transfer agreement.  The effective date of the revocation shall be set in accordance with the written transfer agreement.
appeals
Any appeals shall be made in accordance with FNG and GF, as appropriate.
ADMINISTRATIVE TRANSFERS
The associate superintendent for staff and student services or designee is authorized to grant administrative transfers under the following guidelines:
Severe medical need — this need must be certified by a physician, psychologist, psychiatrist, licensed professional counselor, or licensed master social worker who has been providing professional services to the student for a minimum of 30 days.
Compliance with a court order.
Compliance with federal or state regulations or rulings of federal or state agencies.
Transfer is in the best interest of the District.
Note:	For the transfer of a student who is the victim of bullying or who engaged in bullying, see FDB(LEGAL).  For the transfer of a student who attends a persistently danger-ous school, becomes a victim of a violent criminal of-fense, or becomes a victim of sexual assault, see FDE.
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
